DATA-SET PRINT INSTALL for 7.3.0


1. COPY TO ENTERPRISE SERVER

Data Set Print (DSP) is supplied on a single Floppy Disk (FD), as a downloadable ".zip" via the Apollo Technology web site or as an email attachment, and is a single zipped file named “DSPnnn.ZIP”, where nnn is the release number. For example “DSP730.ZIP”.

The “DSPnnn.ZIP” file should be copied to an install directory on a secure PC hard disk or LAN drive with a recommended name of “DSPnnn”, where, again, nnn is the release number.

The file must then be un-zipped. N.B. Zipped with WINZIP 8.0. This will create eight new files:

Prefix.Install

This sequential data-set, from INSTALL.TXT, now contains the JCL to allocate and fill a number of required DSP data-sets. The JCL job card must be amended to contain valid values and any values of “?” must also be replaced with valid values. The follow procedure parameters must be specified (N.B. They are also specified in other DSP jobs):

Link-Edit

In the CNTLIB library, modify the LINK, TEST1 and ZAPIxxx jobs with a valid JCL job card and specify values for the required procedure parameters, then submit the LINK job to create an executable program of DSP. When this has successfully completed, submit the ZAPIxxx job to licence the supplied version of DSP for valid CPU identities and expiry dates. When the Zap has successfully completed, submit TEST1 as a basic test of DSP.

The TEST2 job can be amended to provide a fuller test of DSP’s functionality.

NB. If DSP is supplied as a "trial" version then the ZAPIxxx job is not required and should not be executed. The "trial" version is licenced for all CPU's, but will automatically expire at a fixed time.

2.3 DSP Procedure

A JCL procedure named "PROCDSP" is supplied on the CNTLIB library, this must be copied to a user PROCLIB (e.g. SYS1.PROCLIB), and the name changed as required, also the string of *STEPLIB* in "PROCDSP" must be changed to the real STEPLIB library specified for the program.

The suggested name for the procedure is DSP.

2.4 DSP CLIST/REXX

There are two CLISTs for DSP, called “DSP” and "CDSP", and the REXX EXEC is called "DSP". 

The default remote value of "LOCAL" may need to be changed to conform to the installation standards. The *STEPLIB* must be changed to the real STEPLIB library specified for the program.

2.5 TSO Execution Panel/Messages

The TSO Panel and all Help Panels are available via the ISPLIB library, they must be copied to the user ISPPLIB library.

Also the messages for the TSO panel are available via the ISPMIB library, with a member name of MDSP00, this must be copied to the user ISPMLIB library.

Update either the ISPF panel "ISRVUTOP" or "VUPRIV" on the user ISPPLIB library to specify the DSP option, which should be coded in the following manner:‑

option#,'CMD(%DSP)' 
For CLIST/REXX version.

If so desired a command can also be added to the user command member on the user ISPTLIB library, which should be coded in the following manner:‑

DSP  0   SELECT CMD(%DSP &ZPARM)
For CLIST/REXX version.
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
